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o In response to questions from Matuchniak, Rojas explained that the institution does not 
collect data on students’ language proficiency in languages other than English, and that 
transfer students were excluded from the Logistic Regression analysis because some of 
their data points (e.g., family income, entry GPA) were missing.  

The committee discussed other data on the GPE and student writing that it might like to 
consider: 

o Brown asked how GPE results lined up with success rates in Upper Division 
coursework, graduation rates, and success in WI courses. Deutschman also posed this 
last question about WI courses, and suggested trying to gather demographic data on 
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
